5. Billy had 20 chocolate cakes, 20 lemon cakes and 20 vanilla cakes. If he sold 10 of the chocolate and 10 of the vanilla, what fraction did he sell?
6. Lucy had 18 sweets. A half of them were jelly sweets and a quarter were sour. If the rest were all bon-bons, what percentage of the sweets were bon-bons?
